Article III.  Duties of the Board Members

Section 1.







The President, who must be a MSFC government employee, shall preside at all meetings of the Corporation and will represent Corporation or appoint a representative at meetings with MSFC management.
Section 3.

The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all meetings of the Corporation and shall present at each meeting the minutes of the previous meeting.  The Secretary shall also maintain an up-to-date copy of the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws.

Section 5.

The Registrar, who must be a MSFC government employee, shall be responsible for maintaining the membership list and for maintaining the official MCDC Waiting List according to the Admission Policy and Guidelines established by the Board of Directors and the General Membership.

Section 6.

There will be two Members-at-large elected to serve on the Board of Directors.  The first Member-at-large will represent parents who have children currently enrolled in the MCDC, provided candidates are available.  The second Member-at-large position will represent parents who have children currently on the waiting list of the MCDC provided candidates are available.  Specific duties shall be assigned by the Board of Directors.

The Beautiful Babies (Infant B)

Greetings from Infant B the beautiful babies!  We are off to a running start.   Everything is growing and in full bloom.  We want to keep our babies brain development in bloom.  Brain to brain communication means since babies do not speak, emotional expressions are the language of early relationships. Schore (1996) believes that the exchange of positive and negative emotions helps develop the brain.  Communication is a two-way street.  The right hemisphere is involved with processing visual/emotional information, recognizing the mother’s face, and her varying facial expressions.  Through reading baby’s cues good enough parents provide many opportunities for optimal levels of arousal that is, where there is a comfortable balance between, being revved up and being calmed down.  Reading, singing, and rocking are all great activities to use as a technique which usually works for calming.  Have a great month!
The Jammin Babies (Creeper A)

This month we will be learning about Weather! Week 1- The children will identify the shape and color of the sun. Week 2- The children will identify what rain sounds and feels like. Week 3- The children will identify the sound of thunder and what the wind feels like on our bodies. Week 4- The children will identify the four seasons (Winter, Spring, Summer and Fall). Week 5- The children will identify the different colors of a rainbow.

At Home Activities!
1. Wear sunglasses and look up at the sun

2. Splash water in the bathtub

3. Let the fan blow on your child’s face

4. Look for leaves outside

5. Read a book about the colors of a rainbow

Tips for staying safe when bad weather occurs!
Children feed off the emotions of their trusted caregivers; even infants will become fussier and more anxious if their parent is anxious and worried.  Stay as calm as you can and talk matter of fact to your children about the weather or what you are doing in preparing for the bad weather.

Be honest about upcoming severe weather but limit their exposure to repeat weather forecasts as this might increase anxiety or worry.
