Long before children encounter formal reading instruction and are asked to hear subtle differences between the letter sounds of “b” and “d” they should have many opportunities to play with and fall in love with rhythm, rhyme, repetition, and structural sequences.  Songs, poems, rhymes, chants, tongue twisters, and fingerplays are the perfect vehicles for these experiences. The size of a child’s vocabulary and his or her ability to discriminate sounds are two of the greatest predictors of how easily he or she will learn to read, it only makes sense to take advantage of this opportunity to lay the foundation for future reading success. There are no age limits required it is amazing how rhymes work with all ages.  Have a great month!
