We officially welcomed most of the children and parents to Pre-k A! This month is very important for us because we will begin our curriculum for the 2020-2021 school year.
We’ve all enjoyed month of August learning about the Circus: Circus Animals, Circus Foods, Circus Tricks and Games and International Week: Germany.
It is now time to start getting the children ready for kindergarten. We’ve started some things in August, like learning the classroom rules and how to work in the different interest areas (centers) in the classroom. We will send a copy of the classroom rules and a copy of our flag songs home for you to go over, at home with your child. This will reinforce what we are doing at school.
As we begin our lessons, our goal is that your child will explore the world of learning and develop new basic skills and expand upon the skills they already have.
Beginning this month we will have  start learning the alphabet (recongition & sound),  counting up to 100.
You are always invited to be involved in the classroom in any way that you can We know your involvement is very limited  in light of what we’re experiecing  right now.  If you have  ideas, experiences or suggestions  that relate to any of our studies, please share them with us. Some areas we continually work on are: working and playing together, listening & following directions, good citizenship, manners, and showing respect for friends, teachers and classroom materials. You can help by taking time to discuss each school day with your child. Ask open-ended questions and offer positive feedback. Your constant interest will play an important part in your child’s learning experiecnces and success.  Please read our daily note posted on the sign-in sheet clip board  on a daily basis.
We are working on the following  skills in our classroom and we suggest you work with your child also at home. Recognizing and writing first and last names, age and birthdate (month, day and year), address, phone number (a phone number your child will use for emergency purposes), using scissors, glue and clear tape.
Themes for this month are Getting to Know My Classroom, All About Me, My Family and My Friends.  
We are glad to have your child in our class and we are looking forward to a great year!
